(However while issuing your call letter, only one
registration number (latest) has been mentioned and only one Roll no. has been generated for administrative
purpose.) Name of both the streams will be printed on the Call letter.

This handout contains details pertaining to various aspects of the online exam you are going to undertake and important
instructions about related matters. You are advised to study the handout carefully as it will help you in preparing for the
examination.

The time for the test is 100 minutes; however you may have to be present at the venue for approximately 160 minutes
including the time required for logging in, collection of the call letters, going through the instructions etc. For the
candidates applying for two streams, the duration of the test will be 140 minutes. Part Il for both the streams will be
administered without any break. All the tests except Test of English Language will be made available in English and
Hindi. You can attempt any question in a particular test during the time allotted to that test only. All the questions will
have multiple choices. Out of the five answers to a question only one will be the correct answer. You have to select
the most appropriate answer and ‘mouse click’ that alternative which you feel is appropriate/ correct. The
alternative/ option that you have clicked on will be treated as your answer to that question. There will be penalty
for wrong answers marked by you. For every wrong answer marked by you, 1/4" of the marks assigned to that
guestion will be deducted as penalty.

The Scores of Online Examination will be obtained by adopting the following procedure :

() Number of questions answered correctly by a candidate in each objective test is considered for arriving at the
Corrected Score after applying penalty for wrong answers.

(i) The Corrected Scores so obtained by a candidate are made equivalent to take care of the minor difference in
difficulty level, if any, in each of the objective tests held in different sessions to arrive at the Equated Scores*

*Scores obtained by candidates on any test are equated to the base form by considering the distribution of scores of all
the forms.

(i) Testwise scores and scores on total is reported with decimal points upto two digits.
Please note that the types of questions in this handout are only illustrative and not exhaustive. In the actual

examination you will find questions of a higher difficulty level on some or all of these types and also questions
on the types not mentioned here.

The examination would be conducted on-line i.e. on a computer.

(@) Click on the question number on the question palette at the right of your screen to go to that numbered
question directly. Note that using this option does NOT save your answer to the current question.

(b) Click on ‘Save & Next’ to save answer to current question and to go to the next question in sequence.

(c) Click on ‘Mark for Review and Next’ to save answer to current question, mark it for review, and to go to
the next question in sequence.

Please note Date, Reporting time and Venue address of the examination given in the call letter.

You may visit the venue one day before the Online Examination to confirm the location so that you are able to
report on time (as printed on the call letter) on the day of the examination. Late comers will not be allowed.

The call letter should be brought with you to the examination venue along with your recent passport size
photograph duly pasted on it. (Preferably the same photograph as was as uploaded).

You must scrupulously follow the instructions of the Test Administrator and NPS Trust Representative at the
examination venue. If you violate the instructions you will be disqualified and will be asked to leave the examination
venue.

No use of calculators (separate or with watch), books, note books or written notes, cell phones (with or without
camera facility), smart watches or any other electronic device will be allowed during the examination.

Please bring the call letter with your photograph affixed thereon, currently valid Photo identity proof in original and
a photocopy of the same ID proof which you bring in original - THIS IS ESSENTIAL. The call-letter along with
photocopy of photo identity proof duly stapled together are to be submitted to the invigilator at the end
of exam. Currently valid photo identity proof may be PAN Card/Passport/Driving Licence/Voter's Card with
photograph/Bank Passbook with photograph/Photo Identity proof issued by a Gazetted Officer on official
letterhead/Photo Identity proof issued by a People’s Representative on official letterhead/Valid recent Identity
Card issued by a recognised College/University/ Aadhaar/E-Aadhaar Card with a photograph/Employee ID in
original/Bar Council Identity Card with photograph. Please Note - Ration Card will NOT be accepted as valid
ID proof for this project. Please note that your name as appearing on the call letter (provided by you during the
process of registration) should exactly match the name as appearing on the photo identity proof. Female
candidates who have changed first/last/middle name post marriage must take special note of this. If there is any
mismatch between the name indicated in the Call Letter and Photo Identity Proof you will not be allowed to appear
for the exam.

Your responses (answers) will be analysed with other candidates to detect patterns of similarity of right and wrong
answers. If in the analytical procedure adopted in this regard, it is inferred/concluded that the responses have
been shared and scores obtained are not genuine/valid, your candidature may be cancelled. Any candidate who
is found copying or receiving or giving assistance or engaging in any behaviour unbecoming of a candidate will
not be considered for assessment. The NPS Trust may take further action against such candidates as deemed fit
by it.

You must bring with you a ball-point pen. You may bring an ink stamp pad (blue/black) with you. A sheet of paper
will be provided which can be used for rough work or taking down the question number you would like to review
at the end of the test before submitting your answers. After the test is over you MUST handover this sheet of
paper along with the Call Letter to the invigilator before you leave the venue.

The possibility for occurrences of some problem in the administration of the examination cannot be ruled out
completely which may impact test delivery and/or result from being generated. In that event, every effort will be
made to rectify such problems, which may include the conduct of another examination if considered necessary.
The decision of the test conducting body in this regard shall be final. Candidates not willing to accept such change
shall lose his/her candidature for this exam.

If the examination is held in more than one session, the scores across various sessions will be equated to adjust
for slight differences in difficulty level of different test batteries used across sessions. More than one session is
required if the nodes capacity is less or some technical disruption takes place at any centre or for any candidate.

Anyone found to be disclosing, publishing, reproducing, transmitting, storing or facilitating transmission and
storage of test contents in any form or any information therein in whole or part thereof or by any means verbal or
written, electronic or mechanical or taking away the papers supplied in the examination hall or found to be in
unauthorised possession of test content is likely to be prosecuted.

Instances for providing incorrect information and/or process violation by a candidate detected at any stage of the
selection, process will lead to disqualification of the candidate from the selection process and he/she will not be
allowed to appear in any NPS Trust's recruitment process in the future. If such instances go undetected during
the current selection process but are detected subsequently, such disqualification will take place with retrospective
effect.
